Course Specification 

Pearson Edexcel International GCSE in Islamic Studies 
(4IS1). This is an internationally recognised qualification 
(for whoever passes the exam).  
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The Course  

The IGCSE Islamic Studies online course has been designed to de-
velop students’ knowledge and understanding of Islam in histori-
cal and contemporary contexts through a range of key topics and 
the texts of both the Qur’an and Hadith. It will enable students to 
develop their skills of analysis and interpretation in the context of 
questions and issues that affect Islam and the lives of Muslims to-
day. 

This is a basic level course suitable for female students recom-
mended for those age 14-16 years. However, applications for 
those younger are always considered and recently the course has 
been made available for mature students of age 16+ upon re-
quest. The course is especially suitable for those new to Islam and 
is an excellent foundation for those who wish to take the A level 
Islamic Studies course in the future.The course content has been 
created by Shaikh Abu Khadeejah ʿAbdul-Wāhid and includes 
100+ lessons with new content being added weekly—and all 
praise is for Allāh, may Allāh bless it. 

This 2-hour class will take place on Sundays 10 am – 12 pm BST, 
UK time).1 The time of the lesson has been set to suit as many 
time zones as possible, inshā’-Allāh. 

 
1 Timings may be altered at the lecturer’s discretion with one month’s notice. 
Note that a class may be cancelled with 24-hour notice (and less in cases of 
emergency) without any cost to pupils—and the lesson made up over subse-
quent weeks.  
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The cost of each weekly class is £30. This includes marked home-
work for those who choose to do it (it is not mandatory for those 
not taking the exam).  

Syllabus Overview 

The International GCSE in Islamic Studies is designed to 
develop students’ knowledge and understanding of Islam 
in historical and contemporary contexts, through a range 
of key topics and the texts of both the Qur’an and Hadith. 
It will enable students to develop their skills of analysis 
and interpretation, in the context of questions and issues 
that affect Islam and the lives of Muslims today.  

The course is divided into three key sections:  

o The life, teachings and achievements of the 

Prophet Muhammad  

o The key beliefs, practices and features of the 

early Muslim community founded by    the Prophet  

o Living the Muslim life today.  

I intend to teach this course from the perspective of ahl 
al- Sunnah wal-Jamāʿah following in that the methodol-
ogy and traditions of the early ahl al-Ḥadīth scholars. 
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Nothing is taken for granted―every aspect of the sylla-
bus will be studied critically.

Previous knowledge of Islam is not a requirement to join 
this course (as stated by Edexcel in their syllabus).

Duration 

Two academic years—two hours per week, loosely fol-
lowing UK school academic year. Time: Sunday 10 am – 
12 pm UK time (please check the corresponding time for 
your locality). 

Method of Teaching 
Live interactive online audio classes with myself (Umm 
Abdillāh Naheed) using an online format  
 

1. Students will need a Gmail (Google email) account. Once you’ve 
set it up, please email me from the Gmail account with your full 
name.  

2. Lesson Format: I intend to use “Google Meet” and “Google 
Classroom” to conduct the classes. Please take time to familiarise 
yourselves with both. Don’t worry too much if you cannot grasp 
it immediately, I will help you along. 

3. Assignments (if you choose to do them) will be submitted via 
Google Classroom. 
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4. Students will need to have regular access to a laptop or desktop 
computer for use in lessons and for submitting assignments. Stu-
dents must be in a quiet space free from distractions. 

5. Headphones are mandatory so that my voice is heard by the 
student only. I will not accept the excuse that there are just 
women in the room or that earphones are unavailable/broken. If 
this happens, I will ask the student to leave the lesson until they 
have earphones/headphones.  

6. Students need a camera so I can check they are engaged and 
paying attention to the lesson; this is also mandatory. If the cam-
era is not switched on students will not be permitted into the les-
son.  

7. Students will be able to communicate with me and ask ques-
tions relevant to the class during and after the lesson (within 
an allotted time).  Students will also have access to me via 
WhatsApp or a telegram group for occasional questions and clari-
fications (inshā’-Allāh). Any questions I am unable to answer I will 
forward to Shaikh Abu Khadeejah and although I cannot always 
guarantee a response, I will try my best whenever possible to get 
one. Parents of younger students are welcome to access and view 
these conversations.  

8. All lessons will be conducted in English, so Arabic is not a re-
quirement. 
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Homework and assessments 
Students will be assigned weekly homework tasks (to be 
uploaded onto online classroom) which students/parents 
must ensure are completed regularly to ensure progress.  

Online Parents meeting 
 Students/Parents may request an online meeting to dis-
cuss their child’s progress once per term if required. 

Stay in Touch with Me 
Students can WhatsApp me directly or use the online 
classroom function (or email) if they need to contact me 
for any reason. 

Method of Payment 

The first 3-month payment should be made immediately upon ap-
plying. Subsequent payments should be made at least 7-days be-
fore each three-month session begins. You will be notified when 
the payment is due. Any delay in payment may result in denial of 
access to the classes. You will not be charged for holidays or tutor 
absences. If I am travelling or occupied, I will re-arrange the class 
day/time to one that is still over the weekend (Saturday/Sunday), 
inshā’-Allāh. 

The fee is £120 (GBP) per month per student (based on 8 hours of 
direct learning per month) to be paid 3-monthly in advance = 
£360. Note there are no refunds for student absences, but stu-
dents can leave the course at any time. Please add the student’s 
name and the reference (e.g., Aisha Smith/IGCSE) alongside your 
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payment—that allows us to track the source of all payments. You 
can save your payment receipts directly when you pay, so will not 
require a separate receipt from us. We accept payments from all 
over the world.
